Only students we notify
via an updated award notification email are eligible to search for those jobs through
the Handshake portal and apply. If you are offered funding, you must accept or
decline the award on GWeb. If you accept, you can then print a Work Study
Employment Authorization Form (EAF) to give to your employer.
